The My Skilled Trades Network (MySTN) was created to give Alberta’s Apprenticeship and Industry 
Training (AIT) along with the Alberta Board of Skilled Trades a tool to engage with experts in Alberta’s 
skilled trades. We are looking to hear from final period apprentices, certified journeypersons, supervisors, 
employers, member of stakeholder organizations, or anyone else with in depth knowledge of one or more 
skilled trades. 

Before the introduction of the Skilled Trades Education and Apprenticeship Act (STAEA), the board 
connected with local and provincial apprenticeship committees who participated in ongoing, in-depth 
conversations to provide direction on the future of their trades. The board and AIT are looking to gather a 
group of individuals who can provide the same level of detailed feedback but will leverage technology to 
reduce expenses and react more quickly.
